
Bad Hair 
Day

Ever have one of those days? You know, the one where no matter what you do to your hair it just won’t work? 
Here is the perfect hat to cover up those hair disasters (or just wear, even if your hair is looking good). The
pattern includes instructions for short and long versions. 

Materials:
100g yarn - yarn used for these two hats was handspun!
Needles to get gauge - you will be knitting in the round 
Yarn needle

Gauge 4 st/inch in stockinette
Size: women’s medium hat (approx 20 inches)

Ribbing:
Cast on 80 stitches place marker, join in the round being careful not to twist.  Work K2 p2 rib stitch for 2 
inches.

Increase row:
After the two inches of ribbing work an increase row by making one stitch for every two knit [K2 M1]. Continue 
increases for one complete round. (120 st).

Body
Continue in stockinette stitch until hat measures 6 inches (8.5 inches for longer version) inches including rib.

Decrease Rows:

Decrease Row 1: K5, k2tog across row. K1 round even.
Decrease Row 2 :   K4, k2tog across row. K1 round even.
Decrease Row 3:   K3. k2tog across row. K1 round even.
Decrease Row 4:  K2, k2tog across row. K1 round even.
Decrease Row 5:  K1, k2tog across row. K1 round even.
Decrease Row 6:  K2tog, across row. K1 round even.

Cut the yarn, leaving about 12 inches. Thread a darning needle with the thread and pull it through the remaining 
stitches, pulling the yarn until the circle closes.  Weave in the ends and voila! you are done!
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
